REINING IN CZECH REPUBLIC

Reining is becoming more and more popular in Central Europe. With lots of good horses and
experienced trainers, it was just a matter of time to have a NRHA approved show in this part of Europe.
After a very successful last season for Czech riders - with the Czech CRI and great results at the World
Reining Masters finals in Oklahoma City - the "Celadna Ride & Slide" can be another step towards the
recognition of Central European reining.

Czech Republic is one of the fastest growing reining markets in Europe. There was only 3 American
Quarter Horses in 1994 and now the population of Quarter Horses in Czech Rep. counts 570 horses
(twelfth largest population in Europe). Czech riders are participating in the biggest reining shows in
Europe. The Czech Reining team participated in the CRIO in Kreuth (2001, the US Team won the silver
medal), in the first FEI European Reining Championship in Reggio Emilia, in European Quarter Horse
Championships in Kreuth and other important shows. Czech Republic had its rider at the 2004 World
Reining Masters finals in Oklahoma City (Lukas Jirak finished seventh).
